Parliamentary Procedure Clarification:

  A question of clarification regarding the chairman restating the rules of the motion has been brought to our attention.  The Parly Pro Committee recommends the following procedure.

  The rule of thumb-- is the chair would only restate the rules of the motion if the motion needs a second, debate, etc.. if the motion is stated with "I move" all the motions that are "I call", "I object", "I rise", the chair would NOT state the rules of the motion. If they restate the rules, the chair is actually violating the rules of Parliamentary Procedure for an efficient meeting and also that every member needs to have knowledge of Parliamentary Procedure
